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News Release of Meeting 

Chairman Fred Lynn called the meeting to order and Commissioner 
Harvey Shiver read a statement of announcement about the meeting that was 
mailed to the appropriate media, interested persons, and posted at the Central 
Office and on the website in accordance with the Freedom of Information Act. 

Invocation 

Chairman Fred Lynn gave the invocation. 

Adoption of the Agenda 

The Commission adopted the June 19, 2014 Meeting Agenda by 
unanimous consent. (Attachment A) 

Approval of the Minutes of the May 15, 2014 Commission Meetings 

The Commission approved the minutes of the May 15, 2014 Commission 
Meeting by unanimous consent. 

Public Input

Report from DSN Boards 

Mr. Jimmy Burton spoke on behalf of the SC Human Service Providers 
Association. 

Commissioners' Update 

Commissioner Christine Sharpe spoke of events in her district. 

Nominating Committee 

Commissioner Katherine Davis, Chairman of the Nominating Committee, 
presented the following slate of officers for FY 2014-2015- Commissioner 
Christine Sharp as Chairman, Commissioner Fred Lynn as Vice Chairman, and 
Commissioner Eva Ravenel as Secretary. 

Election of Officers 

On motion of Commissioner Christine Sharp, seconded and passed, the 
presented slate of officers FY 2014-2015 were approved. Commissioner 
Christine Sharp as Chairman, Commissioner Fred Lynn as Vice Chairman and 
Commissioner Eva Ravenel as Secretary. 
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State Auditor's Report on Agreed Upon Procedures 

Mr. Tom Waring gave a briefmg on the State Auditor's Report on Agreed 
Upon Procedures. The State Auditors Office contracted with Scott and 
Company, Certified Public Accountants, to perform the review of DDSN's 
financials for FYE June 30, 2013. They reviewed nine areas with no exceptions 
found. The review provides assurance that the department is handling funds 
appropriately. 

Budget Update 

Mr. Tom Waring reported the budget process for FY 2015 has been good 
for the department. The budget has been fmalized with both the House and 
the Senate considering the vetoes of the Governor. DDSN received $13.3 
million for the waiting list reduction. This funding will allow DDSN to move 
1,400 or more off the waiting lists. The waiting list reduction will be a mixture 
of consumers living at home and consumers in need of residential placement. 
The $1.5 million funding will be used to move at least 50 individuals into the 
community. The $13.3 million and the $1.5 million are recurring permanent 
funds. DDSN also received $1,150,000 in one-time funding for autism 
services; $200,000 for a special needs park in Myrtle Beach; $300,000 for a 
Burton Center and Lander University initiative and $100,000 for the Charles 
Lea Center. Other items in the budget authorization are a two percent pay 
raise of all state employees and the DDSN statewide provider network 
employees. There is no increase in health insurance premiums to employees. 
DDSN is thankful for the confidence that the Governor and the General 
Assembly has placed in DDSN in meeting the demands on the department's 
service delivery system. 

Community Contracts 

Mr. Tom Waring presented information for Commission approval on the 
20 15 contracts for community services with the DSN Board and Qualified 
Providers. Discussion followed. Commissioner Christine Sharp asked that a 
breakdown of the funding for the PDD program be presented next year. On 
motion of Commissioner Katherine Davis, second and passed, the Commission 
gave approval to the staff recommendation of the Community Contracts as 
presented in the amount of $409,362,761. (Attachment B) 

Waiting List Report 

Mrs. Susan Beck provided a detailed report of the PDD waiting list. 
(Attachment C) 

Dr. Buscemi stated DDSN presented to DHHS some ideas to address the 
provider capacity issue for PDD services. She hopes to know something in a 
month or so and hopes this will be included in the waiver renewal. Dr. 
Buscemi also stated that she anticipates over the next six months DDSN will 
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be conducting maintenance of the waiting lists and the reports could look 
different once the maintenance is complete. Discussion followed. 

Reduction Efforts - Residential 

Dr. Buscemi reported that a memo went out yesterday regarding 
residential service expansion. The memo was addressed to providers that have 
defunded beds currently in the DDSN statewide residential system. DDSN 
needs to start moving on this initiative and this is Phase 1 of moving the 
waiting lists. We want to show progress with filling 25 to 30 slots. In future 
phases of development, DDSN wants to remove the disincentives for providers 
to move people to less restrictive settings. DDSN wants to move to more of a 
person-centered process for funding allocation versus the current provider 
driven process. This will continue to be discussed with DHHS. 

Reduction Efforts - At Home 

Dr. Buscemi stated there are discussion points to be made as to the 
percentages for the ID /RD Waiting List and/ or Community Supports Waiting 
List. Dr. Buscemi added there is an issue with MTCM. Pre-enrollment may 
not be billed for in a waiver. DDSN is paying for this now and it could eat into 
the $13.3 million allocated for the waiting list reduction. DDSN and DHHS are 
currently working on a rough draft of the administrative contract. Once we 
have the final contract, we will be able to pay /bill for the pre-enrollment. 
Currently, DDSN is paying the boards but not receiving reimbursement from 
DHHS. Dr. Buscemi stated the reduction efforts will be an agenda item for the 
next few months and will keep the Commission informed. 

Intermediate Care Facilities for Individuals with Intellectual Disabilities 
(ICF/IID) 

Dr. Buscemi reminded the Commission that she reported on this subject 
last month but wanted to give them an update. She met with DHHS and 
questions that she had have been answered. DHHS has agreed that a provider 
that wants to direct bill for ICFs, would be required to participate in DDSN's 
incident/injury management system. Dr. Buscemi informed DHHS that she 
would agree to transfer the license for the HUD operated homes only if a 
provider was interested in directly billing with Medicaid after the Administrative 
Contract was agreed upon and signed and the rate structure was finalized. 
The other two categories, (State Owned Facilities and Provider Owned Facilities 
in which DDSN has substantial equity) require a great deal of further 
discussion and are not being considered at this time. Dr. Buscemi stated that 
if a provider direct bills for an ICF, they may have to fmd someone to provide 
the functions that DDSN performed or contract with DDSN to do these 
services, which could impact them fmancially. Discussion followed. 
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State Director's Report 

Dr. Buscemi stated that she was invited and attended a meeting last 
week in Greenville organized by the Broken Wing Farm that was focused on the 
CMS new final rule. Tony Keck, DHHS Director, also attended. The meeting 
went very well. She now feels it is important that she host regional meetings 
for consumers, families, and advocates. She has scheduled an Advocacy 
Advisory Group meeting on June 30, 2014 in which she will provide a detailed 
PowerPoint tailored to families. She will ask the group to assist her in 
scheduling the regional meetings. 

Dr. Buscemi reported that the Final Rule Workgroup is working through 
Family Connections focusing on communication. The workgroup is focusing on 
all populations; however, DDSN wants to have additional meetings focusing on 
just the population we serve. DDSN will also be present and participate in any 
of these meetings. We want to make sure we are consistent in 
communications. 

Dr. Buscemi reported on a FOIA clarification via the SC Supreme Court. 
The case decision, Lambries v. Saluda County Council, was issued yesterday, 
June 18, 2014. The decision means an agenda is not required to be issued for 
regularly scheduled meetings and the FOIA does not prohibit amendments of 
the agenda for a regularly scheduled meeting. An agenda for emergency 
meetings is still required. DDSN obviously wants to continue to publish our 
Commission Meeting agendas to be as open and transparent as possible, 
however we can rest assure about amending the agenda at a meeting if 
necessary. 

Dr. Buscemi stated a memo went out to providers regarding the MTCM 
process for waiver participants. DDSN was informed by DHHS that waiver case 
management would not be implemented by July 1, 2014. The reason this was 
a problem is that DDSN providers were still billing MTCM for waiver 
participants and DDSN was still paying providers a monthly prospective 
payment for all waiver participants. There was a possibility that the rate might 
have to change because of the next stage of MTCM market based rate phase in. 
Dr. Buscemi stated she brought this to DHHS' attention in hopes of a solution. 
DHHS came up with a solution until WCM comes online at a future date to be 
determined. The 75 percent cost based rate /25 percent market based rate 
formula will apply for only waiver participants until WCM comes online. The 
MTCM rate will follow the step down schedule to go to 50/50 on July 1, 2014. 

Dr. Buscemi reported on the upcoming Central Office Building project. 
The renovations are to start the second week in September and last for nine 
months. This means we have to be out of the building by end of August. This 
project will happen in two phases - one floor at a time. Half of the staff will 
move to two closed residential buildings at Midlands Center. This move could 
be stressful for the employees. We may not have access to everything we 
usually do. We may have to consider hosting the Commission Meeting in 
another location, especially when we do not have access to the second floor. 
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Dr. Buscemi reported she attended the NASDDDS Midyear conference 
this month. She spoke in detail of the CMS Final Rule and the DOL 
Companion Rule that was discussed at the conference. She shared a joint 
letter written by the directors of NASDDDS, NASUAD and NAMD and 
addressed to the CMS Deputy Administrator /Director. The letter focused on 
the concerns and issues of the new HCBS regulation. 

Next Regular Meeting Date 

Chairman Fred Lynn announced the next regular Commission Meeting is 
scheduled for Thursday, July 17, 2014 with the starting time to be determined. 

Executive Session 

On motion of Commissioner Christine Sharp, seconded and passed, the 
Commission entered into Executive Session to discuss a legal matter. 

Enter into Public Session 

The Commission entered into Public Session. It was noted that no action 
was taken in the Executive Session.

With no further business, Chairman Fred Lynn adjourned the meeting.
